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Dance Visions has a fascinating new program to offer for the 2009 season. The program consists of two parts:  “Dances of Nature/Dances of Interactions.” Our first part, Dances of Nature, includes works of the great dance naturalist Isadora Duncan as well as original works that express the elements of earth, air, water and fire. Included is the haunting “Dance of the Furies,” a Duncan classic depicting the Underworld and fire, the glorious “Bacchanal” a celebration of Earth’s bounty, and “Diana and the Deer”, a dance of a magnificent hunting ritual including the Goddess of the hunt, Diana, as well as the wild deer. Interspersed are related poems and insights. The music and form in this section are classical.
The second part of the program includes dances that explore interactions, including the concept of networks in modern science. Featured is the company’s newest work: “Emergence.” Exploring connections both on a biological as well as on a human level, this unique dance work uses engaging props including huge balls as well as “Ropes and Pulleys” constructed by kinetic sculptor Kyle Dries. It is danced to a fascinating collage of sounds and music. The mood of piece varies throughout the work. At points it is slow and amorphous, at other points explosive. It is bizarre and humorous while at the same time thought-provoking. This work can be appreciated on many levels, by young children as well as the most sophisticated viewers. “Shades of Blue” is another recent work of Dance Visions that is included in our newest program. It is performed to Billie Holiday and Johnny Copland’s versions of “St. Louis Woman. This moody two-part jazz work has been marvelously received by audiences. Other dances of interaction among the dancers, objects and audience members are included in this unique and engaging program.
